NOK 200 mill in flood damages in Norway 

Finance Norway (FNO) the trade organization for 
banks, insurance companies and other financial 
institutions, believes the flooding in Southern 
Norway will be one of the costliest natural disas-
ters in Norway since the major flooding in 1995.  

According to FNO, 400 claims for damage worth 
altogether NOK 100 million have been filed so 
far. However, it is expected that the the total 
claims will reach NOK 200 million, says FNO 
communications director Leif Osland.  This does 
not include the costs to cover the repairs on roads 
and rails, water and sewage systems and other 
public facilities.

Minister of Transport and Communications, 
Magnhild Meltveit Kleppa, said that funds will 
not be lacking in the efforts to repair roads, rails 
and other communications damaged by the se-
vere flooding in Southern Norway.

Prime Minister Jens Stoltenberg, who toured the 
disaster area together with Justice Minister Knut 
Storberget, also promised funds.  “The money 
needed to repair roads, rails and public infrastruc-
ture will be available,” Stoltenberg said.  High-
way 6 in the Gudbrandsdalen Valley was still 
closed and so was the main railway line between 
Lillehammer and Dombås. 

Price of salmon might increase by summer 

In spite of 32 consecutive months of increasing 
exports, the price of salmon has dropped. Still, 
experts think there is little reason to worry and that 
the market will move the price back up.  In spite of 
past increases, the current price of salmon is lower 
compared to this time last year. According to 
analyst Henning C. Steffenrud in First Securities, 
the price of salmon is likely to go up again 
throughout the summer. He adds that the recent 
price drop will most likely not have a large effect 
on shares   

”Consumers in Europe could be turning away 
from salmon because they think it’s too expen-
sive,” says analyst Kolbjørn Giskedegård in Nor-
dea Market. Meanwhile, he explains, “if the price 
had been perceived as too expensive in the market 
overall, we would have seen a more drastic correc-
tion.”

Though the social networking site Facebook con-
tinues to grow and has reached to 700 million 
global users, the number of Norwegian Facebook 
users dropped by more than 100,000 in the last 
two months, writes Aftenposten. Previously it was 
revealed that six million Americans quit the site in 
May. That's the first time Facebook has lost so 
many users in over a year.
